This is a tragic fig-
ure because he began full of promise.  
He is tall, good looking, a perfect candidate for a King, but 
he had deep character  flaws.  
 
He was dishonest and lacked integrity. He seemed incapable 
of acknowledging his own mistakes. These flaws became his 
downfall. He won some battles at the beginning but his 
flaws were so deep that he eventually disqualified himself 
by blatantly disobeying God‘s command.

Summary of 1 Samuel Ch 3-4 and Introduction of 1 
Samuel Ch 5-6. 
 
Last week we learn how the Lord was calling the young 
Samuel by name as he sleeps in the temple near the Ark of 
God while Eli rests nearby, setting the stage for Samuel’s 
calling as a prophet during a time when God’s voice was   
rare.  
 
This pivotal moment signifies a transition from Eli’s failed 
leadership to Samuel’s authority. We note a divine initiative 
when God converses with him, which shows God’s         
sovereignty in choosing to speak, even when leadership is 
corrupt as Eli’s sons were.   
 
Samuel was ministering to the Lord long before he           
recognized God’s voice suggesting he was ready and     
available. We also see that he did not immediately know 
God’s voice which caused confusion as he thought it was 
Eli’s, as he had authority  and he was familiar with it but not 
with the direct voice of God.  
 
This takes place at night time, a period signifying spiritual 
darkness in Israel. Yet God’s light – the lamp had not gone 
out symbolising that God had not abandoned his people. 
This event prepares Samuel directly for the deep and heavy 
prophecy of judgement he is about to receive regarding Eli’s 
house.

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Persons can lose the prowess that comes with their academic 
titles if they do not keep up with the latest research in their 
field. There is another truth that we must not overlook or  
ignore: when titles have been taken away, don’t try to still 
live as if all that came with the title is still operational. 
Though Andrew was born into what has been titled as the 
‘Royal Family’, he is no longer ‘royal’ and based on the 
words of the King, one can surmise that he is no longer 
‘family’ either.  
 
In the Caribbean, we have a popular saying, ‘blood thicker 
than water.’ That says to me that whatever titles that may 
have been conferred because of professional, academic,    
religious, or whatever reason, some titles are not to be seen 
as dispensable. In life, circumstances are constantly shifting 
and with that so too our place, position, and authority.

The decision 
to move is not a reflection of staff performance or          
commitment. Their dedication remains deeply valued, and 
the consultation will be conducted with transparency,   
compassion, and care.  The Provincial Board believes that 
relocating Church House to Fulneck represents a              
forward‑looking and responsible step for the future of the   
British Province. 
 
It reflects our desire to use our resources wisely, to honour 
our Moravian heritage, and to sustain our life and witness 
for generations to come.

What drew my attention was not so much the ongoing in-
vestigations for which he was arrested and questioned. I 
would rather not speculate since I really don’t know all 
that has transpired, especially as it concerns the many high 
profiled, powerful men whose names have been men-
tioned in the ‘Epstein Files.’ Instead, I have been reflect-
ing on how it is so easy in life for us to view our sense of 
identity and worth through the lens of titles. Really and 
truly, everybody has a title.  
 
For some, titles come with academic achievements. Others 
carry titles because of their profession. There are those for 
whom titles are used because of religious affiliation. But 
we can also think of some titles which reflect family rela-
tionships and connections. We have gotten accustomed to 
titles such as ‘Mr’, ‘Mrs’ or ‘Auntie’ and ‘Uncle’.  
 
What is unmistakable is that Charles, because of the      
authority that comes with his title of ‘King’ is that he was 
able to strip his own brother of all his royal titles. In his 
decree, not only did he remove Andrew’s titles but also 
removed all authority and privileges that came with the 
title. I was struck by the fact that King Charles, in no 
statement from Buckingham Palace, has used the family 
title of ‘brother’ in any way.

It appears the one news item which the whole world was 
talking about 24 hours ago was the arrest of Andrew Mount-
batten-Windsor.
